5) tinted or athermal glass can affect signal reception. Do not
use the device with tinted windows, but if you have the
athermal glass, then place the radar detector in the process
«windows» in the athermal surface. The location of these

6) the antenna and sensors should not be obstructed by metal
or windshield wiper blades and should be pointed at the
horizon for accurate range detection;

7) do not mount the detector where the driver or passenger
might collide in case of an abrupt halt.

7. How to Turn On/Off Bands

You can turn On/Off each Bands as following settings.
